We collect and process information about you under Article 6(1) (a), (b) &(e) of the GDPR:

(b) Contract: the processing is necessary for a contract you have with the individual, or because they have asked 
you to take specific steps before entering into a contract. 

(e) Public Task: the processing is necessary for you to perform a task in the public interest or for your official 
functions, and the task or function has a clear basis in law.

services, NASBTT, Ofsted, Partner schools* and their mentors / ITT Coordinators / Head teachers, 
Teacher Regulation Agency, Visiting Tutors. 

• We may share your email address with other trainees on the cohort to enable full access to online 
platforms such as Microsoft Teams. 

* Partner Schools Definition: any Kirklees or Calderdale Local Authority school plus those schools outside the 
Kirklees and Calderdale Local Authority which opt to host trainee teachers who have chosen to train via the 
SCITT 

Why we share this information 

We share information with the above organisations on a statutory basis, under The Education (School Teachers’ 
Qualifications) Regulations 2003. This is in order to be compliant with statutory guidance relating to ITT.
